As the crow flies west, this vineyard is about a mile away from our own vineyards in the 
Russian River Valley.  In order to preserve the rich fruit characteristics of this wine, we 
ferment and age this wine in stainless steel. 
 
What a difference a year makes!  In 2008, the entire vintage from this vineyard was lost 
due to frost.  One year later, we were excited to be able to make this wine once again.  In 
this case, we made almost twice the amount of Viognier than our 2007 vintage; and we 
expect that it will sell out just as quickly! 
 
Tasting Notes:  On the nose you’ll smell apricots and passion fruit with notes of spice.  On 
the palate, you’ll find good acid, balanced by citrus, apricots and nutmeg.
